WILLIAMS INSTITUTE:

- The number of same-sex couples reporting themselves as “unmarried partners”
has quintupled since 1990 from 145,000 to 780,000.

- The number of same-sex couples increased 21 times faster than the U.S. population
from 1990 to 2006.

- Nationally, the concentration per thousand households of same-sex couples was
1.58 in 1990, 5.64 in 2000, and 6.81 from 2004-2006.

- In both 2000 and 2004-2006, Vermont had the highest concentration per thousand
households of same-sex couples, 8.03 and 9.71, respectively, in the nation.
